Stan joined Scarboro in 1943, Bryn in 1946 and John in 196

recalled fondly a commitment to the community and their
mates in the club, a servidmefore-self attitude prevailed
then as it des now.

Theirs were the early days when the rescue equipment
comprised ten or fifteen reels dotted along the beach, set
ready for rescue action at the beginning of every patrol and
retrieved late in the afternoon. With crowds on the beach
exceeding ta thousand on a hot day it was essential to have
the reels set to cover the ground and water.

The surf boat was a very heavy item that was carried onto the
beach by the whole patrol as there was no fauneel drive
vehicle, and then you had to hope fogaod sweep and four
capable rowers if it was to be used safely. As younger
members Stan, Bryn and John looked up to their own legeriés Ray Elliott, George Burton and Dan White
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recover them and got into trouble. Boat captain Ray Elliot took the surf
boat beyond the break and with too many struggling swimmers to carry,
removed the bung so the boat would sink teetgunwales and many

could hang onto the rails for support. The whole crowd was safely
returned to dry sand.

John was careful in his recounting of fund raising in the early days when
buckets were rattled around Scarborough to raise essential funds.
